| am personally visiting schools, gathering feedback from students and teachers
and using that information to shape future policies”, S. Harjot Singh Bains said,
while asking teachers to motivate students to read books extensively after their
final examinations.

He further said that the Punjab Government has been releasing grants to
modernise existing school libraries and elevate Punjab's education system to
world-class standards, as envisioned by Chief Minister S. Bhagwant Singh Mann.
